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Palatable prey copies colouration of poisonous species

Two different poisonous species with similar colouration





Mullerian mimicry





Organism’s role in the community – sum total of its requirements & interrelationships with other organisms





Ecological Niche





Two individuals of different species cannot co-exist for long in the same niche

Beliggerent behaviour that arises from competition eg fighting, threat

Demand between members of different species for a resource in short supply





Interspecific Competition





Carrots and weeds both need water, minerals, light





Demand between members of the same species for a resource in short supply





Intraspecific Competition





Rabbits all need pasture for food & burrows





Mutualism





Relationship wher both organisms benefit.  = Symbiosis





Eg lichen is made up of an alga & a fungus living in the one “body”





One species hunts, kills & eats another





Predation





Eg hawk chasing then eating a rabbit





Plant that grows on another, sending a root downwards





Epiphyte





Eg perching lily grows on a rimu





Parasitism





Relationship where one smaller organism lives on & feeds on another





Eg flea sucks a dog’s blood





Commensalism





Relationship where one organism benefits & the other is not affected





Eg snapper picks up scraps of flesh in the water underneath frenzied kingfish feeding off herring

Giving human-like qualities to a plant or animal





Eg dog licks its owner because it is happy to see them





Hormone that is carried as a scent
