Chemicals unsafe for Women of reproductive age

There are certain chemicals that mention "Should not be handled by pregnant women. Women of reproductive age should take special care handling the chemical." in the Risk Assess instructions. Can you please advise me on any safety precautions you follow when the practicals involve such chemicals?

Some of these carry germ cell mutagenicity, others reproductive toxicity warnings:-
Cobalt chloride
Copper nitrate
Lead nitrate
Lead bromide
Lithium
Manganese dioxide
Potassium chromate
Potassium dichromate 
Potassium permanganate
Sodium fluoride
Sodium tetraborate (borax)

Organic solvents- Hexane, benzene, toluene, xylene, Methylamine

Heavy metals – lead, mercury, cadmium, arsenic

Methanol and Ethanol by ingestion

Radioactive isotopes

One school said “ we do not use them, for us it's not worth the risk.”

You might find this website has some good advice for safety precautions.

I supply gloves and encourage students to wear them, (it's up to the teacher in charge to enforce this). They also need a Material Safety Data Sheet. If the teacher is young & of child-bearing age I discreetly point out the dangers. "Should not be handled by pregnant women. Women of reproductive age should take special care handling the chemical."  I recommend using an alternative chemical or practical, but sometimes you can't get around using them.
